Parkinson’s Disease Awareness Month began
with World Parkinson’s Day on April 11, 1997.

It was launched by Parkinson’s Europe (formerly
EPDA) with support from the World Health
Organization (WHO).
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The James Parkinson Tulip by J.W.S. Van der Wereld

In 1980, J.W.S. Van der Wereld, a Dutch horticulturalist with Parkinson’s disease (PD), developed a red and white tulip to
honor . At the 9th World Parkinson’s Disease Day Conference in Luxembourg on April 11, 2005, the
new red and white tulip was launched as the official symbol of PD.

The tulip is described in detail as the exterior being a glowing cardinal red, small feathered white edge, the outer base
whitish; the inside, a currant-red to turkey-red, broad feathered white edge, anthers pale yellow”.

Not only did the tulip receive the Award of Merit that year from the Royal Horticultural Society in England, but it also was
the recipient of the Trial Garden Award from the Royal General Bulb Growers of Holland.
